Medically Tailored
Meals (MTM)

CCH partners with the Greater
Chicago Food Depository for our
medically tailored meal program.

Meals are customized to support
specific health goals. Meals

are delivered to patients with
chronic conditions and patients
who cannot pick up meals
themselves.

Patients must be referred to
MTM by a doctor or clinical
staff member.

no-cost Medicaid plan made

for Cook County residents.
CountyCare members have access
to FoodCare, a free personal
nutrition and food program.

The program provides a personal
dietitian, who supports members
with certain medical conditions
through nutrition and healthy
choices.

app helps members with meal
planning, shopping on a budget,
and food delivery.
